APES: Current Event Presentations

Every day in class, a different student will present a current event for the last 10 minutes of class. The current event should be relate the assigned topic to environmental science. On your presentation date, you are expected to complete a TEN minute presentation (including time for questions) and turn in a written summary.
The following information should be included in BOTH your presentation AND your summary:
1. Article title (if written, or program if auditory)-1 point
2. Source-1 point
3. Date of print/broadcast-1 point
4. Event and organization, state, people involved-1 point
5. Location of event-1 point
6. Environmental category your article/broadcast fits under and a description as to WHY it fits in that category-2 points
Environmental Categories:

1. Health: maintenance of human health and prevention of sickness or disability (risk management)
2. Environmental: protection of natural resources
3. Economic: gain or loss of money or jobs
4. Scientific: knowledge gained by scientific research
5. Educational: accumulation and use of knowledge
6. Social/Cultural: maintaining human communities and respecting their values and traditions
7. Ethical/Moral: what is right or wrong
8. Aesthetic: what is beautiful or pleasing
9. Recreational: providing for human leisure activities
7. Give a brief summary of your reaction to the article or an opinion you might have about it-3 points.
Your grade will be out of 20 points total, 10 points for the presentation and 10 points for the summary. Consider the point breakdown as described above to be the points allocated to each part of your project (i.e. 10 points total, times 2 parts = 20). 

As audience members, you will be expected to keep a log in your journal of each presenter’s current event, along with the date, presenter’s name and notes on the presentation. There will be random checks to be sure students are keeping up with their journals. It is expected that students keep their journals inside my classroom at all times. If there is need to remove your journal from the room, it is your responsibility to inform the teacher.
